The Poucel EI-Key was manu-
factured in very small numbers
by Robert Poucel, W2AYJ, dur-
ing the sixties. They were
manufactured with gray,
chrome and black bases and
have an enameled tag identify-
ing it as an El Key. The El-Key
is a single lever key and is non-
iambic . From all indications
only 400 El-Keys were made
before Robert Poucel ceased

manufacturing the key. It was
manufactured and sold from
1959 to 1963 and was adver-
tised in both CQ and QST.
The chrome based keys ap-
pear to be the most rare.
